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Welcome to S. Barts, Regent Park!

“We have seen His star in the East and are come with gifts to adore him.” A star often appears
in the heaven of our souls; it is an inspiration from God, clear and intimate, urging us to
greater generosity and calling us to a life of closer union with Him. Like the Magi, we too must
always follow our star with faith, promptness, and selfless generosity. If we allow it to guide us,
it will certainly lead us to God; it will bring us to the One whom we are seeking.

The Magi did not give up their quest, although the star — at one point — disappeared from their
side. We should follow their example and their perseverance, even when we are in interior
darkness. This is a trial of faith which is overcome only by the exercise of pure, naked faith. I
know that He wills it, I know that God is calling, and this suffices for me: “I know whom I have
believed” (2 Tim 1:12). No matter what happens, I shall trust Him.
