OUR LENTEN MASS SETTING

Our mass setting for the season of Lent uses ancient melodies
dating back to the 10th and the 13th centuries. The title of the
mass, Salve semperque (‘Hail, and evermore...), refers to addi-
tional text and music, known as a trope, that was sometimes
added into Kyries in the middle ages. The trope always made
sense with the main text, and in the case of our mass added to
the main text, ‘Lord, have mercy; in this way: Lord, hail to thee,
and evermore, on those present here, have mercy. Although we
are not singing the troped version, the reference to it has re-
mained as a way of distinguishing the Kyrie melody from oth-
es; hence the title Missa Salve semperque.
