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Welcome to S. Bart’s, Regent Park!
The Feast of the Ascension was formerly not distinguished from Pentecost because Paschaltide 
was regarded as a single feast day, beginning at Easter and ending with the descent of the 
Holy Ghost on the apostles. Before long the Ascension was kept on the fortieth day after the 
Resurrection, having its own vigil and octave. It is now a holy-day of obligation.
The symbolic ceremony peculiar to this feast is the final extinction of the Paschal candle, 
whose light during these holy forty days has represented the presence of our Lord in the midst 
of his disciples. It is extinguished after the reading of the Ascension Gospel, which speaks to 
us of our blessed Lord’s departure into heaven. The white vestments and the Alleluia, “that 
drop of the supreme rejoicing,” says Rupert of Deutz, “which thrills through Jerusalem above,” 
betrays the joy felt by the Church at the memory of our Lord’s triumph, the thought of the 
happiness of the angels and the just men of the Old Law who share it, and of the expectation 
of the Holy Ghost, who will make her to join in it herself.
The spirit of this feast is emphasized in the collect, which shows us that having, with the 
liturgical cycle, followed our Lord through the whole course of His life, we must lift our gaze 
towards heaven, and dwell there by faith and hope, for it is the true fatherland of God’s 
children.
